Site description :  Take the north road to THUMRAIT. Drive about 84 km. After Thumrait, turn left direction Shasar, Road #43, at point 54º01’20E  and 17º43’50N. Drive on the main track (a very good track) during 36 km. From the main track you see the station of Sultan Qaboos University. Turn left and drive 900m to reach the gate. The benchmark is in the desert, inside the enclosed seismic station of Sultan Qaboos University. Enter the gate, the benchmark is in the concrete foot of the solar panel. No bedrock available.
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
